The C 12 condenser microphone"1") i s espe­
c i a l l y designed for use in sound recording 
and broadcast studios. The frequency r e ­
sponse extends above the l im i t s of audibil ity. 
The C 12 permits the instant selection of the 
most suitable d irect ional pattern. Since the 
remote selection unit can be operated during 
actual program pick-up, i t i s also possible to 
create unusual acoustic effects. The C 12 i s a 
microphone with a very flat frequency response 
combined with a high front to back ratio 
in the cardioid position and exceptionally good 
discr iminat ion in the b i -d irect ional position. 
The C 12 condenser microphone uses the p r e s ­
sure-gradient principle and makes use of a 
twin diaphragm system with i ts maximum sen­
s i t iv i ty in opposite d irect ions. B y means of 
suitable polariz ing voltages to both h a l f - s y s ­
tems of the capsule, the polar diagram can be 
selected. The remote control unit S 12 con­
s i s t s of a potentiometer and may be located up 
to 100 m (300 ft) f rom the microphone. 
The microphone ampl i f ier , the 5 -s tar tube 
6072 and the capsule can, if faulty, eas i ly and 
immediately be replaced by new components.

The N 12 power supply unit supplies the r e ­
quired power for the pre -ampl i f i e r con­
tained in the C 12. The N 12 is entirely s t a ­
bi l ized by a t rans is tor ampl i f ier and a Zener 
diode. T h i s fact does not only make the 
m icrophone independent of mains fluctuations 
but also independent of the cable length bet­
ween power supply and C 12. Also the C 12 
may be pulled off from the supply cable wi th­
out turning off the power. 
The N 12 can be used on most mains voltages. 
The selection switch is on the bottom of the 
N 12. The N 12 is housed in a metal case 
with hammertone f inish and P V C covered 
edges. The N 12 is a lso used to feed other 
A KG Condenser Microphones such as the 
C 28A, C 29A, C 30A, C 60 (with RG 60)and 
future models.
